Coaching.Sessions

Saturday morning is our allotted time for coaching. We have had several new members, who have never
played Crown Green Bowling before who have taken advantage of the training session. With funding we
had received over the past few years, we have purchased a number of different sized bowls, so the new
starters are able use these and to see which ones best suit them.

On the last Saturday of the season, we ran a competition between the ‘L’ Plates and the Rykneld Rovers,
this gave the new members a chance to play a competitive game, (including marking and measuring). A
good time was had by all. Many thanks to Ray Selley and Malcolm Holden for holding these coaching
sessions. We are also in the process of certifying some of our members to become fully pledged trainers.
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The Grass will be Greener

For many years the Team of ‘Lawn Rangers’ have been tirelessly maintaining the playing surface of the
green - and their efforts have been significantly enhanced by acquisition of a brand new, top of the range
(all singing / all dancing) lawn mower, a Razor Ultra D140T, earlier in the season.

There have been varying suggestions over the years from members as to what is needed to further
improve the playing surface. In order to arrive once and for all at a definitive answer, the Team
commissioned an in-depth report from the UK’s top Sports Surface Consultant & Ground staff Mentor, Alan
Lewis.

Alan visited the Club on Tuesday 17 August 2021 - and has since produced an eighteen-page report which
includes laboratory result from green samples taken on the day.
His conclusion is: -

a) the Ground Maintenance Team are to be congratulated on what they have achieved.

b) a firm of specialist sports ground contractors should be appointed to carry out the work specified in the
report, which requires the use of specialist equipment, and consists of Green Renovation (3-4 days)
and a Winter Maintenance programme.

The work involved has been approved by the Committee - and the highly recommended company of Sports
ground Maintenance & Machinery Limited has been appointed.

The work involved is: -

Green Renovation - which consists of ‘garden sand injection’, verti-draining, ‘direct drilling’ of grass seed
(in 6 directions) and application of an Autumn Fertilizer.

Winter Maintenance - which consists of two separate visits - to verti-drain, apply fertilizers and
chemical sprays.

The work commenced as soon as the green closed for the season on Friday 8 October 2021 - whilst the
ground was still relatively warm and grass seed could germinate. The mowing of the green took place
after 3 weeks.

The ‘Lawn Rangers’ are looking forward to the surface being better than ever when season re-opens in
2022.
